Code of Conduct adopted at AGM

HPC is an organisation run entirely by volunteers, with the intention of providing an enjoyable level of
Pétanque for its members. In common with other voluntary associations, HPC needs a committee of officers
to ensure that the organisation adheres to its constitution, and that all members flourish in their play. In
order to ensure that committee members themselves can flourish, HPC requires that the following code of
conduct is adhered to :

Complaints. Where a member is dissatisfied with any aspect of the running of the club, they should address
their complaint in writing to a member of the committee. This may be on email, on WhatsApp, by text, or
on paper. The committee member undertakes either to pass on the complaint to a more appropriate
committee member, or to discuss the complaint with the committee and then respond to the complainant
in due course.

Suggestions. Any suggestion for a change in club procedures, or for an event to add to the club calendar
should be made in writing to a committee member, by one of the methods described above. The committee
member will deal with the suggestion as soon as possible, either in consultation with other committee
members or, where appropriate, by taking action to support the suggestion. To summarise :

1. Committee members need to enjoy their play, so should not be approached regarding club business
during playing sessions.

2. Complaints and suggestions should be addressed in writing to one or more committee members .

3. Committee members should respond in a timely manner to any written complaint or suggestion.

4. Treat your fellow members as you would like to be treated. Do not criticise or harass fellow players.
