The language of Pétanque

You may have heard of the French word Piste describing one of many areas on a Terrain and also the word
Coche which is an anglification of Cochonnet which is the target in a game. The word literally means “little
pig” but surprisingly the french rarely use cochonnet. Depending on where you play they may say le Gari or

le Kiki or le Pichoun but the most common names are le Petit or le But. And Pétanque England has decided
recently that in England we should say lane and jack rather than piste and coche. C'est la vie.
