 If, during an end, a leaf or a piece of paper accidentally masks the jack these objects are removed. If the 
jack comes to be moved by the wind or the slope of the terrain, for example or by an umpire, a player or 
spectator accidentally treading on it, a boule or a jack coming from another game, an animal or any other 
mobile object, it is returned to its original position, provided this was marked.
